• Our math programs range from Math 6 to High School 

Geometry.  Teachers support students’ ability to access 
concepts from a number of perspectives so that 
students are able to see math as more than a set of 
discrete procedures.

Naturalists, and after-school Science Cafés. 

• In our renowned visual and performing arts program, 
we offer a choice of band, choir or art (students select 
one class).  In 2018, we are adding an orchestra 
program to our electives lineup. 

• Health and Physical Education are integral components 
of a comprehensive program of study for all of our 
students. 

• Because we want every student to succeed, we offer a 
variety of help structures, including Wednesday school   
on late-start days and after-school study hall Monday 
through Thursday.
